The women’s locker room was expanded and updated, while new plumbing, heating, ventilation and air-conditioning were 
installed. 

One of the most exciting additions to the Athletic Club is the Movement Studio, a multi-use space that allows guests to work-out, 
participate in specialized classes or learn about health and wellness topics. The room can quickly be set up with Pilates chairs and 
reformers; it can be transformed into a “hot” yoga classroom by instantly raising the room temperature, and it also moonlights as 
the ideal location for workshops and seminars on a variety of health related topics.

Several types of group fitness classes are offered including aerobics, water aerobics, yoga, Pilates, spinning, fit ball and a variety 
of specialty fitness classes. Check the Athletic Club’s monthly calendar for a complete class schedule.

An array of cardiovascular equipment, such as treadmills, elliptical trainers, a rowing machine, climbers, and stationary bicycles, 
have individual CardioTheaters screens and headphones. Personal trainers may be scheduled to assist with all of the equipment 
and to develop customized, individual fitness programs. Handball and racquetball are also available.

To wind down after a hard workout, relax in the oversized whirlpool, steam room or sauna located in a beautiful mosaic-tiled wet 
lounge overlooking the Glenwood Hot Springs Pool. Chaise patio chairs provide an opportunity to sunbathe on the private sun 
deck.
